Probably Robert Browning’s most famous (and widely studied) dramatic monologue, ‘My Last Duchess’ is spoken by the Duke of Ferrara, chatting away to an
acquaintance (for whom we, the reader, are the . stand-in) and revealing a sinister back-story lurking behind the portrait of his late wife, the
Duchess, that adorns the wall.

The first distinguishing characteristic of Browning's dramatic monologues is the point of entry, which, I argue, is not through an empathetic
relationship with the speaker. The experience Browning offers us is not the same as that offered by the Wordsworthian lyric, although the poets begin
the same way. In both cases, the poet's subject is the psychology of the speaker, and in both cases the author explores the speaker's point of view by
means of imaginative sympathy — Einfuhlung.
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Robert Browning was a prolific poet and at times his poetry drew a stark contrast to that of his famous wife Elizabeth Barrett Browning, who was a
rather gentle poet. A perfect example is his dramatic monologue, "My Last Duchess," which is a dark and daring portrait of a domineering man.
